Potter Children's Home has been blessed by generous donors, allowing us to
improve our campus with a new storage building, a quadplex, and a much-needed
gym addition. One safety sign on campus reads “Under Construction,” a fitting
reminder that building projects can look chaotic, messy, and slow. Yet, a master
builder follows a blueprint, knowing the final result.

Our Family Services staff sees each single mom, dad, and foster child as “under
construction.” Many come from chaotic, messy, and unfinished circumstances, and
we work alongside them to build a better today and a brighter tomorrow. In the
same way, each of us is God's masterpiece in progress. As Ephesians 2:10 says,
“For we are God's masterpiece. He has created us anew in Christ Jesus, so we can
do the good things He planned for us long ago.”

For many of our single parents and children, life feels like a work zone—full of
challenges, setbacks, and areas needing shaping.
